      The Penn Township Board of Supervisors held their Regular Meeting on Wednesday, February 4, 2016 at the Penn Township building, 260 Lewis Road West Grove, Pennsylvania at 6:00 p.m.

Call to Order: After salute to the flag, Chairman Mason opened the Regular Meeting.  

Public Comment: Elk Creek resident, Eric Felker discussed the snow removal effort from Snowstorm Jonas. He explained that many in the neighborhood were on essential personnel lists at their workplaces and snow removal needs to be done more expediently in Elk Creek as a result. The neighborhood was finally cleared at 10 p.m. on Sunday, January 24, 2016. Mr. Felker also suggested the need for additional paid employees in the township.  

1. Approve Minutes: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve the work session meeting minutes from January 20, 2016. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 4-0. 

2. Treasurer Report: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report and pay invoices. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 
4-0.  	

3. Planning Commission: Skip McGrew stated that the Planning Commission had reorganized on January 27, 2016. Skip McGrew was named Chair, Ron Hill, Vice Chair, and Denis Newbold, Secretary. Former Supervisor Finnen joined the Planning Commission. Mr. Churchill attended as an observer and is considering joining the Planning Commission. The Planning Commission discussed the Zoning Task Force. 

4. Road Master Report: Road Master Don Urban provided an update of his activities, in particular Snowstorm Jonas. The Supervisors approved Urban’s request to mark the hydrants which was approved. He is planning on suggesting road projects for 2016 at the upcoming Supervisors meeting. The Board gave permission to pay the bills for Snowstorm Jonas. The issue of Woodview Road came up – a small portion which the Supervisors thought was vacated is still on the PennDOT roads list and is a problem during storms. The Board would like to vacate it. 

5. Operations Report:  Director of Operations, Karen Versuk, provided an update of the Snowstorm challenges and congratulated Road Master Urban on an Herculean effort. The newsletter is complete and being prepared for mailing. There is a Storm Drain Art contest. The township is applying for several grants – DCNR and CCOS – to help recoup the expenditure from the Conard Pyle property purchase. 

6. Engineers Report: Kevin Matson from McCormick Taylor Engineers presented his proposal for additional design modifications to the Red Rose intersection including additional traffic counts. The proposal was $11,500. Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to accept the proposal, Supervisor O’Connell seconded the motion. All in favor. Motion passed 4-0. 

7. Unruh/Patel Request: Andy Rau of Unruh, Burke, Turner, and Frees was joinied by Raj Patel (Dunkin Donuts), Dave Murtaugh, Andrew Feranda, Rich Dudek, and Chris Moore to discuss the potential for a Dunkin Donuts with drive through in Jenner’s Commons on Vineyard Way. After a prior request was denied in the January 20 meeting, Rau returned with an alternate proposal. The Board authorized Rau to discuss his proposal with the Township Solicitor.  

8. Resolution 2016-03: This resolution authorizes Karen Versuk to pursue grant funding for the Penn Sport Park. Motion by Supervisor Mantegna, seconded by Supervisor Bryson. All in favor. Motion passed 4-0.  

9. Ovations at Elk View Waiver Requests:  A request from Ovations at Elk View to waive the provision of providing the location of public utility lines on “as built” blueprints including depth, overhead designation, type, and size of material was denied. All elements are required on “as built” prints.  A motion to deny this request was made by Supervisor Mantegna. Seconded by Supervisor Bryson. All in favor. Motion passed 4-0. 

A waiver request for the development signs which are located in the sanitary sewer easements was also made. Since the township no longer owns those easements, the Supervisors are referring Ovations to AQUA for disposition of this request.  

10. Consider address changes: Supervisors entertained a request from Allyson Holton to readdress Ewing Road (77 properties) or permit her to have an out of parity address to remain on Ewing Road. The Holtons have a lot in the Cole Subdivision. The County is advising that a private road be formed and named. Mrs. Holton is concerned for safety and business reasons that it will be difficult to find her new home. The County and Emergency Services assure us that they will be safe and they will work with the Holtons to ensure this. 

Additionally, there are five addresses on Valley Road which are either out of parity or sequence which need re-addressing per the County assessment. 

Supervisor Mantegna made the motion to deny the Ewing Road request and approve the Valley Road re-numbering. Seconded by Supervisor Bryson. All in favor. Motion passed 4-0. 

11. Weeds, Inc.: The Supervisors considered the annual contract to treat the park trees. Supervisor Mantegna made the motion to approve. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 4-0. 

12. TMACC: Tabled as no response to the township’s request for information was received.
