      The Penn Township Board of Supervisors held their Regular Session Meeting on Wednesday, March 2, 2016 at the Penn Township building, 260 Lewis Road West Grove, Pennsylvania at 6:00 p.m.

Call to Order: After salute to the flag, Chairman Mason opened the Regular Session Meeting.  

Public Comment: Allyson and Tim Holton requested to deviate from protocol and use an out of parity address for their new home on Ewing Road as opposed to a private lane address. Chairman Mason stated the Board would permit them to use an out of parity address if the emergency service providers will sign off on their request. 

1. Approve Minutes: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve the work session meeting minutes from February 17, 2016. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

2. Treasurer Report: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report and pay invoices. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 
5-0.  	

3. Planning Commission: Skip McGrew stated that the Planning Commission was working on the Zoning Ordinance updates for the Zoning Task Force. The Planning Commission recommended that Jenner’s Pond resident, Ralph Churchill, be appointed to the vacancy on their board. Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to appoint Mr. Churchill. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

4. Road Master Report: Road Master Don Urban provided an update of his activities, including a recommendation to appoint Chadd Ingram, Ingram Engineering as Township Road Engineer for the preparation of road bids and Red Rose Inn bids. Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve Chadd Ingram. Seconded by Supervisor Bryson. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0.

The Supervisors rescinded a motion from their prior meeting to approve a Kelton Road repair in the amount of $5400. Supervisor Mantegna made the motion. Seconded by Supervisor Mason. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0.

A pre-construction meeting was held on March 2, 2016 for the salt shed site work with the Township, MacCombie Engineering and Out of Site. The contractor did not yet have the schedule ready. The Board determined that April 1 would be the appropriate time to issue the letter to proceed with construction. 

Roadside mowing was awarded to G. & A. Clanton for 2016 for the same amount as last year. 

5. Operations Report: Director of Operations Karen Versuk reported that a $500,000 grant had been submitted to Chester County Open Space to assist in recovering funds for the Penn Sports Park purchase. Additionally, she met with the Pa Department of Conservation of Natural Resources to pursue a grant with them as well.   

6. Engineering Report: McCormick-Taylor: Project Manager Kevin Matson presented a report which addressed the status of Ovations, the Penn Medicine Building, and the Intersection of Baltimore Pike and Route 796. Ovations has some outstanding items including a change to the HOA documents and as built prints. 

Penn Medicine Building has $700,000 remaining in escrow. Some outstanding punch list items remain including ROW dedication, as built drawings, agreements, and maintenance bond. The Supervisors reminded Mr. Matson that the traffic signal at the medical office building remains an unresolved issue. Supervisor Mason asked that Higgins evaluate the light prior to any discussion of dedication. 

McCormick-Taylor is continuing to work on the plan revisions for the intersection including an updated tabulation of pm trips. A revision is anticipated to be ready for the end of March. At that time, Mr. Matson will convene a new meeting with stakeholders. 

7. Insurance Policy: The Supervisors unanimously approved the new insurance policy with H.A. Thomson. Supervisor Mantegna made the motion to approve. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

8. PUC Sunnyside Road Bridge Inspection: Engineer Kevin Matson and Road Master Don Urban will attend the March 17 final inspection meeting of the Sunnyside Road Bridge. 

9. Salt Shed: There was general discussion of the salt shed project and viewing of the current design.  The Board was satisfied with that design and asked the Operations Director to contact McComsey Builders to proceed expeditiously with the design. 

10. Projects: No discussion

11. Giant Liquor License Application: Supervisors made a motion to hire Ken Butera to represent the township for the Giant Liquor License application. The motion was made by Supervisor Mantegna. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 4-0. Supervisor Mason abstained.
