      The Penn Township Board of Supervisors held their Regular Meeting on Wednesday, April 6, 2016 at the Penn Township building, Finnen Community Room, 260 Lewis Road West Grove, Pennsylvania at 6:00 p.m.

Call to Order: After salute to the flag, Chairman Mason opened the Work Session Meeting.  

Public Comment: Tim Holton read a letter regarding his request for an address on Ewing Road. The request has been denied twice due to an absence of available in parity, in sequence addresses for the parcel owned by Allyson Cole Holton. The Board offered to gather emergency officials to discuss the issue at the April 6 public meeting. 

Chairman’s Comments: Vice Chair Mantegna announced that prior to the Board of Supervisors meeting, a public hearing was held to consider the request by Flaherty & O’Hara on behalf of the Jennersville Giant to transfer a liquor license from Tredyffrin Township to Penn Township. The Giant would like to sell beer at their restaurant. 

Vice Chair Mantegna asked if any of the Board members wished to make a motion with regard to the Giant request. 

Supervisor Bryson made a motion to deny the application for the Giant Food Stores, LLC at 849 W. Baltimore Pike, West Grove, PA 19390 proposed inter municipal transfer of Pa. restaurant license no. R-415 currently located in Tredyffrin Township. Supervisor Ennis seconded the motion. Chairman Mason abstained. Supervisor O’Connell denied the motion. Vice Chair Mantegna denied the motion. All in favor. Motion to deny passed 4-0. The passage of this motion authorized the denial of the liquor license transfer request by Giant Foods via Penn Township Resolution 2016-06. 

1. Approve Minutes: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve the regular session meeting minutes from March 2, 2016. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

2. Treasurer Report: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report and pay invoices. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 
5-0.  	

3. Planning Commission: Skip McGrew requested comments from the Board regarding Article II for the upcoming Zoning Task force meeting. 

4. Road Master Report: Road Master Don Urban provided an update of his activities, including the Kelton Road and Valley Road projects. The road master informed the Board the residents were notified via letter.  

5. Operations Report: 

6. Engineering Report: McCormick-Taylor:  Township Engineer Kevin Matson informed the Board all parties are eager to move forward with the Red Rose Intersection project and that the $800,000 from PennDOT was still on the table. Engineer Matson reviewed the results of a recent traffic study and the accompanying calculations for stakeholders. He reviewed a game plan for the April 14 meeting with PennDOT. His and the Board’s expectation was to receive an answer from the stakeholders regarding a financial commitment to the intersection project. 

Engineer Matson requested the release of $251,000 in escrow money for Anchor properties regarding the medical office building. Concerns about the proper operation of the light at the 796 and Route 1 intersection were voiced by the various Board members. Engineer Matson agreed that an issue with the interplay between the signals existed and he was retaining $30,000 to address continuing issues with the signal’s operation. 

Vice Chair Mantegna made the motion to release the funds with the caveat, “No money will be released after this until that light is fixed.” Supervisor O’Connell seconded the motion. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

Engineer Matson informed the Board McCormick Taylor would once again donate to the picnic at the Platinum level of $3,500. The Board thanked him.  

7. Resolution 2016-05: The Supervisors unanimously approved Resolution 2016-05 to appoint the Director of Operations to file the FEMA/PEMA application for potential reimbursement for Snowstorm Jonas. Motion was made by Supervisor Mantegna. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

8. Salt Shed: Road Master Urban provided an update to the Board regarding progress of the site work for the salt shed.  

9. Projects: Red Rose Inn: Supervisor Ennis requested the Board approve a motion for a proposal by Chris Perrotti for electrical work at the Red Rose Inn and also to waive the electrical and building permit fees for the work at the Red Rose. Both motions passed unanimously. Motion seconded by Supervisor Mantegna. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0.  

Park: Director of Operations Karen Versuk requested the approval of the site bid for the park work and to waive the grading permit fees for the park work. Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to award the bid to BSS Contractors of West Grove in the amount of $142,582.00 and to waive the fees for the grading permit. Seconded by Supervisor Bryson. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0.
