Call to Order: After salute to the flag, Chairman Mason opened the Regular Meeting. He announced the Zoning Task Force met at 4 p.m.  

Public Comment:  None. 

Chairman’s Comments: 

1. Approve Minutes: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve the regular session meeting minutes from May 4, 2016. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

2. Treasurer Report: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report and pay invoices. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 
5-0.  	

3. Professional Service Items: Legal: Solicitor McMichael was present to discuss the Red Rose Intersection and the Dunkin Donuts proposal. 

Regarding the MOU for the intersection, the Solicitor expressed concern that the township was taking all the risk and only PennDOT has the authority to compel payment from stakeholders. Placing liens on property until the full amounts are paid by the stakeholders would be required. He suggested a public meeting to discuss options including Senator Dinniman, Representative Lawrence, and PennDOT. The Director of Operations would contact the Senator first for potential dates. 

The Board authorized the Solicitor to investigate a moratorium or limited moratorium on development until the completion of the Zoning Task Force. Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to authorize. Supervisor Bryson seconded. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

The Board reviewed the sketch and suggested ordinance for the proposed Dunkin Donuts submitted by Andy Rau which they felt needed more detail. The Solicitor contacted Wayne Grafton for proper dimensions for the drive through. 
 

4. Planning Commission: Skip McGrew stated that the Planning Commission continued its activities with the Zoning Ordinance Task Force but otherwise, had no report.  

5. Road Master Report: Road Master Don Urban provided an update of his activities, including status of current road projects. He proposed re-awarding the roadside mowing to G. & A. Clanton at the same rate as 2015. Supervisor O’Connell made the motion to award, and Supervisor Bryson seconded. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve a proposal for a repair on Baker Road. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

6. Operations Report:  

Salt Shed: Road Master Urban provided an update to the Board regarding progress of the site work for the salt shed. Plans for the structure are due on Friday, May 20, 2016. 

Elk Creek Farms: The Director of Operations received authorization to install bollards and chains across the emergency access road in Elk Creek Farms. Sarro Signs will install as soon as possible at a cost of $1550.00.

7. Consider Resolution 2016-07 – Hazard Mitigation Resolution: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve Resolution 2016-07. Seconded by Supervisor Bryson. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 


8. Consider Extension Request – Avon Grove School District: Supervisor Ennis made a motion to approve Avon Grove School District’s extension request to 2020. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. Supervisors Mason and Mantegna abstained. All in favor. Motion passed 3-0.
