Call to Order: After salute to the flag, Chairman Mason opened the Regular Meeting.  

Public Comment:  Roseview resident, Mrs. Fieni, requested her occupancy permit inspection file. 

Chairman’s Comments: 

1. Approve Minutes: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve the regular session meeting minutes from April 20, 2016. Seconded by Supervisor Bryson. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

2. Treasurer Report: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report and pay invoices. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 
5-0.  	

3. Planning Commission: Skip McGrew stated that the Planning Commission continued its activities with the Zoning Ordinance Task Force. 

4. Road Master Report: Road Master Don Urban provided an update of his activities, including status of current road projects. He proposed four additional areas of small road repairs in Elk Creek Farms by Long’s paving. Proposals numbered 16-2737 in the amount of $1,000, 16-2731 in the amount of $7,500, 16-2732 in the amount of $ 6,700, and 16-2733 in the amount of $ 9,800 were all approved. Supervisor Mantegna made the motion, and Supervisor O’Connell seconded. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

Road Master Urban continues to investigate snow removal contractors. 

The Operations Director asked the Board to consider a motion to accept a proposal to street sweep in Elk Creek Farms. The proposal by Reilly Sweeping of Downingtown was in the amount of $750. Supervisor Mantegna made the motion to approve contingent upon the notification of Elk Creek residents and that all toters, basketball nets, cars, etc. being out of the streets on the day of the sweeping. Supervisor Bryson seconded. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0.   

5. Operations Report: Operations Director Karen Versuk provided an update on the FEMA filing for Penn Township to recoup losses from Snowstorm Jonas. She filed for $46.078.69. She stated that, if approved, the Township would receive about 75% of that filing. 

A $400,000 Chester County Open Space grant was awarded for the acquisition of the Penn Sports Park. The Operations Director stated that the park would have to be deed restricted as open space as a condition of the grant. 

Contracts were signed for the park improvements on April 20 and a pre-construction meeting held on April 28. The Operations Director requested the waiver of grading permit fees which was granted. 

A fence proposal for the improvement project from J & A Fence (low bidder) was approved. The motion was made by Supervisor Mantegna. Seconded by Supervisor Ennis. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

Supervisor Ennis reported his progress on the Red Rose Inn. The Red Rose has electric for the first time in ten years. 

The Board agreed to Weaverland Masonry’s proposal to repoint the bricks at the Red Rose. Supervisor Ennis made the motion. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

6. Engineering Report: The Holt escrow release was received from McCormick Taylor. The request to release funds in the amount of $ 22,481.34 was approved and the account closed. The motion was made by Supervisor Mantegna. Seconded by Supervisor Bryson. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

7. Brandywine Conservancy: Request for donation to annual assistance program was denied. 

9. Storm Drain Art: Certificates were presented to the winners of the Storm Drain Art contest. 

The winners are all members of the Russellville Junior Grange.
