2. Treasurer Report: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report and pay invoices. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed

3. Planning Commission: Skip McGrew stated that the Planning Commission continued its activities with the Zoning Ordinance Task Force but otherwise, had no report.  

4. Big Elk: Joe Riper, Esq. presented a request to the Board regarding the Big Elk property on behalf of his client CalAtlantic. CalAtlantic is purchasing the Big Elk property and requested some changes to the original final approved plan dated 2009. Among the changes requested: three phases, 4,500 sq. ft. community building, deletion of public access from open space. 

Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to conditionally approve the plan known as Big Elk while the attorneys work out the details, and he further moved to authorize the Board to sign the resolution outside of a public meeting. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0.
