Call to Order: After salute to the flag, Chairman Mason opened the Regular Meeting.  

Public Comment:  None. 

Chairman’s Comments: An executive session to discuss legal issues was held at 5 p.m. on August 3, 2016. 

1. Approve Minutes: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve the special meeting minutes from July 11, 2016. Seconded by Supervisor Ennis. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

2. Treasurer Report: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report and pay invoices. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 
5-0.  	

4.Salt Shed:  Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to pay the final bill for the site work contracted by Out of Site in the amount of $29,505.63. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

5. Roseview: Supervisor Mantegna made a motion authorizing the release of $ 6,350.00 Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. Supervisor Mantegna imposed the condition that no additional releases would be made for Roseview until the sidewalk ponding issue were resolved. All in favor. Director of Operations will prepare a letter.  

6. Operations Report: The Director of Operations provided an update on the playground and adult fitness park. A release for BSS Contractors in the amount of $108,142.15 was considered. The motion to approve was made by Supervisor O’Connell. Seconded by Supervisor Bryson. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

An events update was provided with regard to the hosting of Camp Sunny Day with the PA State Police and Special Olympics on August 6, 2016 in the Penn Township Park. 

7. Road Master Report: Road Master Don Urban reported that the Kelton and Dutton Farms roadwork for the liquid fuels had been completed satisfactorily. He requested consideration of the bill from Keating & Sons in the amount of $139, 499.65. Supervisor Mantegna made a motion to approve payment of the bill. Seconded by Supervisor Bryson. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

MS4 work needed along Kelton Road was presented to the Board of Supervisors. Two proposals addressing issues at 109 and 280 Kelton Road were submitted to the Board for consideration. Director of Operations explained why they were MS4 work as opposed to road work and explained the current status of the MS4 budget. The two proposals in the amount of $3,100 and $4,900 were approved. The motion to approve was made by Supervisor Mantegna. Seconded by Supervisor O’Connell. All in favor. The motion passed 5-0. 

The electric work for the salt shed was considered. Two proposals, one for electric in the amount of $7,546.36 (C.F. Perrotti) and trenching in the amount of $7,465.00 – no backfill option (Blue Ridge) were presented to the Board. Supervisor Mantegna made a proposal to accept the proposals. Supervisor O’Connell seconded. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

Salt Shed Phase 2 concrete update was provided. Work will begin the week of August 8. Supervisor O’Connell made a motion to waive fees for the building permit for the salt shed. Seconded by Supervisor Mantegna. All in favor. Motion passed 5-0. 

An update was provided with regard to Phase 3, the finish carpentry, of the salt shed project. The project is out for bid and being advertised in the Chester County Press on August 3 and 10. Bid opening is scheduled for August 22, 2016 at 10 a.m.
